ments of well-known works by composers of the 18th to 21st centuries.

Ivan Trevino is an American-Mexican composer and percussionist born in
1983. His style is a synthesis of modern percussion and indie rock styles that have
become popular in the music world.

Ivan Kokorin and Alexander Vybornov are members of DrumArtMusic. The
piece Kagu-Tsuchi is based on the traditional rhythms of Japanese culture, while
Quinjo is a tribute to Arkhip Kuindzhi, a Russian landscape painter, written under
the impression of his painting Moonlit Night on the Dnieper.

Astor Piazzolla was an Argentine musician and composer of the second half
of the 20th century, whose compositions significantly enriched the genre of tango.
Tango 2 is the second movement from the suite Histoire du Tango. Oblivion became
widely known thanks to the soundtrack to the Italian film Henry IV, The Mad King.

Johann Sebastian Bach was a German composer who wrote more than a
thousand works in all significant genres of his time. His Concerto for Two Violins
and Orchestra, one of the recognized masterpieces of the world classical music,
was arranged by DrumArtMusic.

Frédéric Chopin was a Polish composer and pianist. One of the leading repre-
sentatives of Western European musical romanticism and the founder of the Polish
national composition school. He did not intend to publish his Fantaisie-Impromptu.
The piece was published by Julian Fontana in 1855 who also premised the word
“fantaisie” to “impromptu”. The Chopin work was arranged by DrumArtMusic.

George Hamilton Green was an American composer, xylophonist, and creator
of a collection of ragtime plays for xylophone and piano.

John Psathas is a 21st New Zealand composer of Greek descent. His works
are in the repertoire of a number of famous musicians such as Evelyn Glennie, Mi-
chael Houstoun, and the New Juilliard Ensemble. He is one of New Zealand’s most
frequently performed composers.

Gene Koshinski is a composer and percussionist. He is a professor at Univer-
sity of Minnesota Duluth, also well known as a soloist and performer of contempo-
rary music for percussion.

Conservatory in France where he was taught by Professor Emmanuel Séjourné.

Alexander Vybornov was born in Moscow. He graduated from the Mos-
cow Conservatory. He is a soloist of the Moscow Academic Stanislavsky and
Nemirovich-Danchenko Musical Theater and the orchestra of the Galina Vish-
nevskaya Center for Opera Singing. Alexander has collaborated with The Studio
for New Music, Kymatic, the Moscow Contemporary Music Ensemble, and others.

Yanay Egudin born in Haifa. He is a prize-winner of all-Russian and interna-
tional competitions. He is a member of the All-Russian Youth Symphony Orchestra
conducted by Yuri Bashmet and the Baltic Sea Philharmonic conducted by Kristjan
Jarvi. Yanay is a soloist of the Pokrovsky Chamber Stage Orchestra of the Bolshoi
Theater of Russia.

Marat Baimukhametov was born in Kazan. He is a prize-winner of all-Russian
and international competitions. He is a soloist of the All-Russian Youth Symphony
Orchestra conducted by Yuri Bashmet.

Illarion Bruss was born in Moscow. He is a prize-winner of all-Russian and
international competitions. He is drummer of several Moscow rock bands. He has
worked with a number of renowned Russian popular music artists.
